The Other Guys reports banner sales month for wine in August


Sonoma, CA, Monday, September 19, 2011—End-of-summer wine sales for The Other Guys, a Sonoma-based wine company, were the best ever, according to August “Aug” Sebastiani, company president.


In August, The Other Guys (TOG) shipped more than 20,500 cases of wine, an increase of more than 82 percent over the same period last year.  In addition, the company’s 35 Maple spirits division shipped more than 600 cases of its Masterson’s upscale straight rye whiskey, which premiered August 15 — far exceeding the company’s original sales expectations, Sebastiani said.  The company will be introducing additional spirits products over the next year and is encouraged by the market’s embrace of Masterson’s, which retails for $79.


“But wine is the big story,” Sebastiani explained.  “Even in these tough economic times, it’s encouraging that people are still enjoying a good glass of wine.  And that’s good news for TOG and the wine industry at large.”  Sebastiani reports that TOG’s year-to-date wine sales are up more than 30 percent over 2010 sales for the same eight-month timeframe.  


Sebastiani credits the company’s achievements to several factors.  “We believe we have the right wines for the right time, offering consumers excellent quality at reasonable price points.  And they are well positioned in the marketplace.  Our management of key accounts is very targeted and yields outstanding results.  And our collaborative team effort, led by COO Richard Zeller, is critical to our success.”


TOG began its meteoric rise in 2005, with an initial case production of fewer than 5,000 cases of wine.  This year it expects to sell nearly 200,000 cases of premium wine, while also making its initial foray into the growing spirits market.


The Other Guys (TOG) is a cutting edge wine company headquartered in Sonoma.  Its president, August Sebastiani, is a fourth-generation member of one of California’s oldest wine families, which has been a leader in the California wine industry since August’s great-grandfather, Samuele Sebastiani, opened his eponymous winery almost 110 years ago. With the motto “Laid-back guys, stand-out wines,” TOG focuses on producing top-quality wines at reasonable price points.  Among its most popular labels are Plungerhead and Hey Mambo.  www
